If you get a 
profeEsional na11e arid don't change your married 
name .•• (Al You are intitled to use any name you want 
wi tho,1t going through a formal name change at any time 
you want as long aa it is not being done tor 
fraudulent purpoiea. You can't run a con game using a 
fraudulent name. (Q) Is it a fraud to pretend you are 
a woman? (Al Ny view is no. You are entitled to use 
ar1y name you want in that context. iii th the exception 
where the cop stops you and a&ks for your name. I 
would be anxious then about using a take name. I

IC) Another thing you can do ie register an assumed 
name with the County Clerk.

IAI 
No. It you are arreahd, Here are h10 IH!:lB it can be 
handled. Either you can be given a desk appearance 
ticket; this is in New York, again, �hich is like a 
parking ticket or 1oving violation. The!:l take you to 
the station and give you the ticket and it say& you 
come back on X date and they let you leave. Sometimes 
putting up &orue bail, but generally not.

In 1940 �hich is a long time ago 
and 1ores have changed since then, one of the wives of 
one of the captain& on the airlines for which I fle111 
was arrested out in Long Island brniuse she a�p�ared 
in public in burmuda shorts ( laughter ) .  Not only was 
she arrested, but tt,ey took her children away fro• 
her .  The children were walking on the street with 
her .  They took the children t o  the Children's Ho111e, 
and took her to the police station and held her t or a 
number of hours before her husband got home from 111ork 
and bailed her out. Then she went to court and paid a 
fine because she �a2 wearing burmuda shorts � ( A l  So, 
we' re making some progres&, I guess (laughter l .
