The project for a state sanatorium 
for the treatment of tuberculosis to 
be erected in nor thern Minnesota 
has been sleeping but it is far from 
be ing dead, and despite the heavy 
demands that are being made upon 
t h e state t reasury this winter, it is 
c ^ e c t e d j ^ J _ t h ^ b j i n o r _ t h e sanato­
r ium will pass, and tha,t_\voivlt_will 
be"begun this summer. 

The project is not a new one. All 
-the general features of it have been 
u n d e r consideration for several 
yea r s and the necessity for such an 
inst i tut ion has been pre t ty conclu­
sively demonstrated. 

The report of the commission ap­
pointed by the legislature to inves­
t iga te^ the] [.project makes it very 
plain"that the sanatorium is a neces­
s i ty . Similar insti tutions in o t h e ' 
s ta tes have accomplished great re­
su l t s and the climate of nor thern 
Minnesota is t h o u g h t ! to be partic­
u la r ly suited to the favorable treat­
men t of tuberculosis , wherefore it is 
•expected that the establishment of 
t h e sanatorium will within a few 
years teach the people "of the state 
to so live that consumption shall be­
come as rare as it is now common. 

Under the te rms of the bill all pa­
tients deceived in the sanatorium 
mus t pay their own expenses if able 
t o do so, other wire the cost will fall 
upon the counties from which they 
come. The state will bear the cost 
of administrat ion only.—Crookston 

Times . 
Dr . G. S. Wattam, of this city, is a 

member af the commission appointed 
"bytthe"governor to look into the fea­
sibi l i ty of establishing a sanatorium 
a n d he has taken a special interest 
in this matter. I t certainly is a 
project worthy of the serious con­
siderat ion of our lawmakers, now as­
sembled in St. Paul. On no grounds, 
•except financial, can there be any 
opposit ion to establishing an insti­
tut ion of this kind. A rich state 
l ike Minnesota, where more than a 
thousand deaths from consumption 
occur annually, can well afford to 
d o every th ing that car>: be'*done to 
ward off the dreaded disease. Bet­
t e r economize in other mat ters , The 
p resen t legislature hasj been very 
lavish with the people 's money, and 
especially does the a p p r o p r i a t i o n ^ 
mill ions of dollars for the inter ior 
decorat ions of the state capitol, 
seem the height of extravagance. 
A few frescoes less on the capitol 
walls and a few thousand dollars in­
s t ead devoted to th is humanitar ian 
project, would be a wiser expendi­
t u r e of public money. Let the san­
a tor ium be established. 

A BILL has-been introduced in the 

legislature11 to authorize the invest­
men t of $600,000 of the s tate school 
fund in di tching bonds drawing six 
pe rcen t interest . Not only would 
t h i s furnish a safe investment for 
t h a t fund, but be the means also of 
developing the state4 The bill ought 
t o pass . 

T H E bill for an additional judge in 
t h i s judicial distr ict , |has been re­
commended to pass . If the bill final­
l y becomes a law, we think it emi­
nen t ly fair that the new judge be 
appointed from somewhere nor th of 
Crookston.
