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ROGER'S NOTEBOOK ( #7 5) 

The transgender community is 
often ambivalent towards the help­
ing professional. Some people think 
they have special insights which can 
provide answers to difficult life situ­
ations. Others believe they are in­
sensitive to those who wish instant 
happiness through hormones and/ 
or surgery. They have been de­
scribed as "gatekeepers" whose sole 
function is to control access to cer­
tain services. 

At two recent professional con­
ferences I had opportunities to dis­
cuss these perceptions with other 
professionals. I came to the realiza­
tion that the fundamental issue is 
one of professional ethics. My dic­
tionary defines ethics as " .. . the 
roles of conduct recognized in re­
specttoaparticular c/ass ofhuman 
actions: medical ethics.Mora/ prin­
ciples, as of an individual. " 

Throughout my education as a 
therapist, there has been a guiding 
principle: First, do no harm. The 
difficultyinapplyingthisconviction 
is how to determine what might be 
harmful. It is crucial to protect and 
support my client but equally im­
portant to maintain my credibility 
and professional standards. As with 
all ethicaVmoral situations, there is

no single answer. Some would call 
this situational ethics but I believe 
that there have to be some underly­
ing standards that remain inviolate. 
Most of us have such standards in 
our lives: honesty, integrity and char­
ity come to mind. 

Most often the reason someone 
goes to a clinician is because some 
aspect of their life has become 
unmanageable. The client has the 
right to expect that the clinician has 
experience and training which can 
help in their situation. If the clinician 
does not have the training, it is his/ 
her responsibility to either refer the 
client or get appropriate consulta­
tions. 

Even when the clinician has the 
appropriate training, there can be a 
conflict between what the clinician 
believes to be in the best interest of 
the client and what the client thinks 
is best. I believe that it is the clinician's 
responsibility to communicate the 
reasons why a particular approach 
can be useful while not shutting out 
the client's reasoning. Honesty is 
crucial here. To be honest, it is 
important that clinicians clearly and 
consciously understand their own 
values so that they are not uninten­
tionally imposed on the client.

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For example, it has been sug­
gested that transgendered people 
are a "special case" whose difficul­
ties are caused by society's rigid 
rules. All that is needed is some 
hormones and surgery then every­
thing will be all right. Suppose that 
were the case and further imagine 
that following such surgery the 
person' slifewas no better and might 
be worse. Who would be blamed? I 
believe that the professionals would 
be held accountable because they 
are expected to act in ways that 
prevent harm to their clients/pa­
tients. 

What is the ethical clinician's re­
sponsibility? I believe it has two 
components: guidance coupled with 
restraint. In some ways, it is like a 
guide hired for a safari. The guide 
knows the territory and is supposed 
to keep his clients out of danger.For 
this to work, the client has to trust 
the guide. Without that, the client 
will ignore the guide' s advice and 
perhaps get into serious trouble. 
Each safari is different, even when it 
covers the "same" terrain. The guide 
has to be flexible yet firm to get 
everyone safely home.

After my last stint as guest columnist for Vis a Vis I 
didn't think they'd ask me back again. But like a bad 
penny- and all the group newsletters from around the 
globe - I just keep turning up. I'm sure I speak for all 
of us- especially our Editor-in-Chief Angela - when I 
wish Brenda Davidson a speedy return to this column. 
So Jet me sharpen up my skewer and get right into our 
first item .. 

DISEASE ... OR NOT DISEASE ... THAT 

IS THE QUESTION 
Whenever an artificial body of authority (like gov­

ernment) gets involved in people's lives, strange things 
are bound to happen. The Gender Identity Center 
Journal from Denver carried an editorial by Pamela B. 
dealing with Sex Reassignment Surgery and the new 
health care proposal by the Clinton Administration. As 
many of us are aware, there has been a move afoot in 
our community to have our "condition" removed from 
the DSM-IIIR which lists it as some sort of dysfunction. 
After all, who of us considers themselves to have a 
medical/psychological problem because we like to 
crossdress? 

Well, PamelaB. points out thatby"de-pathologizing" 
transgenderism, particularly transsexualism, we are 
shooting ourselves in the high-heeled foot because 
without government and medical establishment certifi­
cation that we are "sick," SRS will not be covered by 
the new health care plan.You see, it seems simple to say 
that we aren't medically dysfunctional until Uncle Sam 

starts drawing lines about what they'll pay for - and. 
what they won't. 

Most garden variety crossdressers who would never 
consider SRS in their plans steadfastly support the idea 
that transgenderism is not a sickness. PamelaB. how­
ever goes on record by saying that she has a "disease" 
called transsexualism. She uses the word literally point­
ing out that being a female trapped in the body ofa man 
is, in fact, a state of dis-ease, of 'not feeling healthy, not 
feeling like oneself" She goes on to say that the 
condition is similar to a birth defect. 

In a perfect world, transgenderism, no matter of 
what stripe, would not be a disease, or even on a par 
with the common cold. But we do not live in a perfect 
world. We live in a world where things cost money and 
we have institutions to make rules about even subjec­
tive topics like who is sick and who isn't sick. And we 
find ourselves reading and writing about whether we 
are in an afflicted group that needs treatment and, more 
importantly, who is goingfo help pay forthattreatment. 

As with so many things that government gets in­
volved in, labels become important and debates about 
assigning the labels often obscure the underlying issue. 
Most of us don't consider ourselves diseased and we 
object to the designation by the institutions whose job 
it is to affix those labels. Does it really matter to us 
whether the government or the AMA or whoever it is 
who rides herd over the DSM-IIIR refers to us as 
"sick?" Should we roll over on the issue so that our TS 
sisters can get the coverage they seek? Or fight on anew 
front to have SRS covered even if it isn't treating a 
"disease?" And one more thought: each ofus whether 
closet queen, active crossdresser, or full-fledged trans­
sexual is a taxpayer and we must all think about how and 
why the government gets involved in medical issues -
and who ultimately pays the bills. 
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WHITHER THE SUPPORT GROUPS? 
Cyndi Wilson of the LA-based CHIC Diary wrote an 

interesting piece about the state ofTV support groups. 
Her hypothesis was that, in an age of increasing 
mainstream acceptance of crossdressing, the tradi­
tional "support" groups may be a bit old-fashioned. 

The support groups, she writes, became so success­
ful during the eighties that many formerly bashful 
crossdressers learned how to step outside and enjoy 
public activities. The groups themselves, however, 
maintain a certain closeted-ness that some members 
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may have outgrown. The groups may merely be larger 
closets - offering some freedom for beginners but not 
enough dynamism for the "graduates" who move out 
on their own once they have learned the joys of a more 
public existence. 

Cyndi asks ''What is the mission oITV social clubs?" 
How can the groups keep the more experienced mem­
bers interested and still serve the needs of the beginners 
or those who don't get a chance to get out as much and 
rely on the group meetings and socials as their only 
venue for crossdressing out of the home? Although she 
doesn't address this question directly, one can also ask 
about the future of the groups in an age where cross­
dressing is being appropriated by the fashion and 
entertainment world and the public at large has been 
familiarized with the concept of the heterosexual male 
who crossdresses as a means of self-expression. 

If we ever get to a point where the existence of 
transgendered support groups is completely unneces­
sarythen we can say that society has indeed come a long 
way, baby. 

DON'T ASK, DON'T TELL? 
Jacqueline Richter has an insightful article in the Chi 

Tribune of the Chicago Chi Chapter off ri-Ess. It deals 
with integrating cultural minorities into the mainstream 
culture. It's been accepted belief that integration is 
preferable to segregation when it comes to minority 
groups but Jacqueline points out that integration may 
wipe out theinteresting facets of these minority cultures 
as they blend into the vast whitebread of majority 
society. 

Now before you get to thinking that Jacqueline is 
some kind of racist or bigot, let me defend her point by 
sayingthat she defends equality for everyone in the legal 
sphere but is dismayed at the prospect of losing the 
unique sub-cultures of certain groups in their mad dash 
to prove that they are "no different from the majority 
culture." 

In particular, she wonders if we really want to 
homogenize the transgendered culture by denying that 
we have any"differentness" from "regular" people. She 
thinks we can gain strength from identifying those 
things that separate us from the mainstream. The 
emphasis on "passing" will only make us invisible to 
society in general: "Don't ask, Don't tell." 

Most minority groups take pride in their own cul­
tures and use that as a source of strength and base from 
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which to fight for their rights. By trying to be invisible 
to mainstream society and minimize our differences 
with the general population, we are weakening our 
power base and keeping our identity hidden, making it 
easier for society to ignore us. 

Some of us may never want to march in a colorful 
transgendered rights parade but Jacqueline outlines an 
interesting counterpoint to the u~ual approach to pre­
senting transgenderism to the general population - and 
I think she may have the better idea. 

PC IN NYC 
Our sisters at the Metro Gender Network in New 

York City (they are a Renaissance affiliate group) had 
a draft letter to the Canada.Dry Company protesting its 
commercial where they make a joking reference to "all 
the women who used to be men." The voices in the 
chorus then sing in a faltering falsetto. 

The author of the letter writes indignantly that it is 
insulting to members of"the gender community." He/ 
she (is that offensive to the gender community?) threat­
ens a boycott unless some apology is tendered by the 
company. 

Well, I understand the point they are trying to make 
but, really, can't we have a sense of humor about 
ourselves? Must we or any group - protest every 
harmless reference that doesn't contain unqualified 
praise? Lighten up, girls. 

WE ARE NOT ALONE 

Although it's fun to poke holes in some of the stuffed 
shirts at the other groups around the country, we do 
share some things in common with these other groups. 

The "Serenity" newsletter out of Hollywood FL 
takes the time to address some issues that are familiar 
to our group. One author mentioned the de-emphasis 
of"support" in favor of a purely social meeting; that 
new members and first-time visitors were being "aban­
doned" and called for a "Big Sister" program to help 
new people; that rap groups should be encouraged; and 
that "cliques" of people were hurting the sense of 
community at the meetings. The Metro-Gender girls up 
in NYC mentioned the same type of problems and the 
importance of welcoming new members. 

Boulton & Park Society's "Gender Euphoria" (now 
there's a title!) newsletter carried an article dealing with 
the plans for the Texas T-Party which they host each 
year. Apparently, they had a hotel all booked when the 
management came back and told them they had "over-

booked" and there wouldn't be enough spaceforthe T.,. 
Party guests. That' s familiar to us here because it 
happened to the Renaissance Holiday party two years 
in a row. Honest mistakes do happen but one wonders 
if perhaps these managements feel that we can be 
pushed around. 

IF IT'S TUESDAY, THIS MUST BE ... 

The Gender Identity Center in Denver has a new . 
schedule that features five meetings ... a week! They 
have separate meetings for full-fledged transsexuals, 
those in transition, your average crossdresser, an open 
discussion night, and something for those they call "the 
seekers" - who may be members confused about their 
gender orientation - or perhaps about what night their 
meeting is supposed to be. 

It' s an impressive lineup and they are rightly proud 
of their strength to feel the need for separate nights for 
the disparate elements of their membership. 

On reading this announcement in their GIC Journal, 
I had one burning question: at Renaissance meetings, 
the job of sweeping up after our once a month meetings 
falls on our Managing Director. Who, I wonder, 
sweeps up five nights a week at GIC?

Megan denied her chapter sisters their right of due 
process. Indeed, from my subsequent conversations 
with several chapter members, it is clear that it was 
never the member's intent to create an adversarial 
position between Alpha Omega and Tri-Ess. They 
thought they were voting to seek Tri-Ess approval of 
transsexual's membership, and were quite disturbed 
when Megan reported in their newsletter not only that 
the chapter had voted to admit transsexuals to full 
membership, but that the club had taken its first step 
toward autonomy! 
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Statement #2 - "It was then decided by the group(?) 
from the influence of a few (?) that the vote was anti­
constitutional and declared null and void." 

The truth - Let's pass over the writer's evident 
opinion that a vote pushed by one is somehow more 
appropriate than a reversal pushed by"a few." A glance 
at the above passage from the Alpha Omega Constitu­
tion suffices to show that the first vote was unconstitu­
tional. Given time to consider its implications, the 
members simply changed their minds and reversed it; 
about what one can expect from people denied due 
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process. Jennifer herself, not consulted by Megan but 
horrified by what her sisters were about to do, protested 
that she had no intent to pull Alpha Omega out of the 
Tri-Ess family. At its June 12 meeting a motion was 
passed that all officers pledge to uphold the Constitu­
tions of Alpha Omega and Tri-Ess. The implications of 
that action are obvious! 

Statement#3-"AllthistimeMeganistryingtowake 
up Jane Ellen Fairfax, the Tri-Ess head-fez ... Megan 
has yet to receive a reply from Jane Ellen." 

The truth- Carol Beecroft, our Executive Director, 
and I each supervise half the departments ofTri-Ess. 
Neither of us is "head-fez." We work as a team. The 
allegation that I neglected to reply to Megan's letter is 
simply not true. The fact is, Megan mailed her first letter 
to the wrong address. There was no excuse for this; she 
has easy access to my mailing address. On June 5, I 
received my first communication from Megan, a pomp­
ous, accusatory letter dripping with crocodile tears for 
Jennifer. (How quickly those tears dried up when she 
found she could not use Jennifer to foist her private 
agenda off on the chapter!) Suspecting that the mem­
bers of Alpha Omega had had no input into Megan's 
rude letter, I "took my case directly to the people." My 
interpretation proved correct. The sisters of Alpha 
Omega sent me a beautiful good will note, and passed 
a policy requiring the chapter leadership to review all 
letters before they are sent out in the chapter' s name. 
Not only have I communicated closely with Alpha 
Omega, so has Donna Marie, the Regional Coordina­
tor. In her letter, she suggested ways to solve the 
transsexual issue without creating an adversarial rela­
tionship with Tri-Ess. Although the tone of her letter 
was friendly, she did state the consequences of willful 
disregard of the Constitution and Bylaws, and of 
misconduct in office. Megan interpreted this as "threats 
and innuendoes." But consequences are threatening 
only to those doing wrong. 

Now, ordinarily I do not respond to personal attacks 
or destructive criticism ofTri-Ess. I have come, how­
ever, to cherish the deepening friendship between 
Renaissance and Tri-Ess, and would not see it snuffed 
aborning. Out of concern for this wonderful friendship, 
I could not let these unfounded remarks pass 
unchallenged. 

With the writer of"Vis-a-Vis" I would share these 
thoughts: Even if you must use crossgender support 
organizations as pinatas, you oweyourreadership a fair 
investigation of the facts. Talk with all sides, then flail 

away if you must. But please sign your name to your 
articles. Before you attack, though, ask yourself, "What 
good do I hope to accomplish with my words? What 
effect will they have on a community already prostrate 
under the blows of divisiveness?" The right to disagree 
is a hallmark of freedom. But a sister's thoughts and 
feelings are not "drivel." There can never be a real 
crossgender community without mutual respect. "I 
understand just how you feel" - those empathic words 
can end the strife that keeps us apart. Try th~ they 
work! You may find that planting rose-gardens of 
friendship is more fun than breaking pinatas.

POLYESTER-No longer the thick, chunky fabric used in those 
seventies leisure suits, polyester has found it's way into blouses that feel 
like silk. That means you can't just throw the fine polyester blouse in the 
washer. Handwash and hang to dry. Heavier duty polyester and cotton 
poly blends can be machine washed and dried on the popular "Perma­
nent Press" setting. Polyester doesn't always dry clean well so give it a 
try in the machine first. As with all these man made fabrics iron at low 
steam settings. Otherwise you could end up with an iron shaped spot 
melted in your favorite dress. 

RA YON-Rayon loves dry cleaning. Some labels will say hand 
washable. If you do hand wash, dry flat to avoid snagging. Be careful 
when handling wet rayon because it weakens and stretches when wet. 
Don't machine dry it since it will mutate in the dryer. In any event you 
won't like it any more. Iron rayon on the "Permanent Press" setting 
while damp. (The fabric, not you.) Rayon is an artificial fabric made from
